The UWaiver" alluded to in the report is not an option. Any 
waste stream not covered in the NPDES Permit would require the 
amendment to that permit which authorized the acceptance of 
the wastewater. As the report indicated, one of the primary 
concerns from a water quality perspective is the possibility 
of adverse impact on the trickling filter system. 

A request has been submitted to the technica. support branch 
for "preliminary" effluent limitations that may be applied to 
any proposed direct discharge from the remediation facilities 
and for the amendment to the Hadnot Point effluent 
limitations. In either case, an authorization to construct 
treatment facilities will be required.

,- Air Quality Section: 

An Air Quality permit is required if more than 40 pounds per day of' 
volatile organic compounds are emitted. Registration as an air 
pollution source is required if emissions are less than 40 lbs/day. 

Groundwater Section: 

1. The minimum treatment required is a combination of 
alternatives 3 and 4; i.e., oil/water separator, chemical 
reduction system, air stripper and a carbon adsorption system. 

2. The minimum treatment to pretreat the groundwater prior to 
discharge into the Hadnot Point wastewater treatment facility 
will require authorization to construct from the Division.
